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1. CREATIVE ARTS EDUCATION PROGRAMME FOR YOUNG PEOPLE 
 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
Cultural Heritage Education Programme for School (CHEP)    
 
CHEP has been the anchor project of Arts-ED since 2016, made possible through the continuous 
funding support from the Penang State Government via the George Town World Heritage 
Incorporated (GTWHI). This project continues to promote and advocate sustainable culture heritage 
education efforts among Penang’s schools by developing and executing innovative cultural heritage 
education programmes that augment the 21st Century Learning of students. Furthermore, the 
programmes strengthen young peoples’ awareness of cultural heritage, cultural diversity, and 
identity.  
 
CHEP provides 2 levels of programmes for schools - for both students and teachers. In 2019, it reached 

out to 829 students and 123 teachers from 38 Penang schools.  Overall, the programmes involved a 

deeper engagement with participants this year, with added elements allowing participants to analyse 

and create/express their learnings.  

 

 

 

 
 

  

 

A total of 7 programmes/modules, with duration ranging from as short as 4 hours to 8 full days, were 

conducted. The cultural heritage topics covered games and crafts that required students to investigate 

local shops/businesses, local markets, or the historical settlements of greater George Town. There 

were 1 school-based and 6 place-based programmes offered, with most of the topics highlighting 

intangible cultural heritage and value.  

 

Using specially designed programmes that are diverse in cultural 

themes and levels, we highlighted place-based and community-based 

learnings which are experiential and interactive. This was done using 

various creative tools or media such as interactive trails, traditional 

games, craft, visual art and performing arts.

Inter-School Showcases and Presentations  

Two inter-school showcases, and presentations resulted from WaWaWarisan and Youth Arts Camp 
programmes.  
 

 (i) Pesta WaWaWarisan brought together 180 primary school students to showcase and play their 

innovated games with each other on 19 October 2019. This is a platform for the 120 students from 

different schools who had worked in various workshops to learn, play, and innovate games.   

(ii) Youth Arts Camp Showcase - Creative Expression, Local Inspiration led by 58 young 

participants aged 13-17, was successfully put together on 24 October 2019. The showcase took place 

at the camp’s research site - Chowrasta Market. The young participants showcased their creative 

works and learning processes from their respective 8-day workshops in 3 different creative arts: 

physical theatre, wood cutting and comics drawing.  The showcase was well attended by 

approximately 180 guests. The public witnessed how the students creatively explored, investigated, 

researched, and expressed their understanding of and thoughts about Chowrasta Market.

Place-based Learning (PBL) Projects by Trained Local School Teachers  
 
Arts-ED planned, designed and implemented creative pedagogy (Place-Based Learning) for school 
teachers through the Teacher Training Capacity Building Programme on Place-Based Learning (PBL): 
Real-Life Classroom in the 21st Century. Overall, 6 schools successfully designed, planned, and 
implemented projects that suited their needs and contexts. 138 students from the 6 schools 
participated.   
 
This is one of the sustainable strategies in advocating cultural heritage promotion which empower 
teachers with know-how to continue the effort independently. These schools took the lead in 
developing cultural heritage projects in their schools – a step forward in moving to sustainable cultural 
heritage education.

Sekolah Budaya Warisan  

 
Under the CHEP programme, the Sekolah Budaya Warisan honour was 
awarded to 2 schools: SMK Air Itam and Penang Chinese Girls’ Private 
High School for their outstanding contributions in promoting cultural 
heritage in their schools.  

For the first time, schools were bestowed the ‘Sekolah Budaya Warisan’ 

award to recognize their continuous and active efforts in participating in 

and promoting cultural heritage education by successfully designing, planning and implementing PBL 

projects with a cultural heritage theme in the school context for 2-3 consecutive years.  

This award is the first of its kind to be presented to local schools championing cultural heritage. This 
is a strategy/ tool to encourage and showcase dedicated schools and promote them as model schools 
to others.

In-House Training for Arts and Culture Education Team and Trainers  

Training workshops were conducted for the Arts and Culture Education (ACE) Team to enhance their 
skills in programming and facilitation for both new and old members. This is important to keep all 
members on the right track when it comes to changes in programming direction or updates to the 
programme after improvements made by programmers. The training was designed to fit the 
customized needs of individual sub-programmes.   
 
While we need to continuously develop programmes for either students or teachers, our (ACE) team 
also attended workshops (Creative Practice Workshop by David Glass) and our ACE trainers were 
coached in Workshop Delivery by Heng Zee Soon.  
 
The Teacher Training trainers and staff team also started a study group targeting topics and knowledge 

areas to delve deeper into. A 3-day Engaged-Arts workshop was conducted.

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For School Teachers (Local and International)  

Training Programme for Local School Teachers in Designing and Implementing Place-based 

Learning (PBL)  

Two years ago, Arts-ED started to introduce its tested informal engaged arts approach to formal 
education – enabling school teachers to use the Place-based Learning method. Arts-ED sees it as a 
way forward to further spread the methodology.  Leveraging on the previous years’ experiences, this 
year’s programme was an improved one.  
 
This programme entitled: Capacity Building Programme For Teachers - Place-based Learning (PBL): 
Real-life Classroom in the 21st Century aimed to cultivate and nurture the 21st Century learning and 
values among students while improving the quality of teachers through exposure to creative pedagogy 
and local socio-cultural practices. This year, CHEP worked with 22 teachers from 7 schools across 
Penang (4 secondary schools and 3 primary schools) in training, coaching, and equipping them to plan, 
design and implement creative pedagogy in their practice.  
 

 
 

This programme consisted of an Introductory Workshop for potential and interested schools and 2 
levels of training: Basic and Advanced. The teacher participants went through these processes: 
 

(i)   Training Workshop: Understanding concepts, processes,  
  and principles of PBL & Skill Development 5 days 

(ii)  Application (Plan and Design): Coaching & Consultation Sessions 2-5 Sessions  
         (iii) Application (Implement): Implementation of PBL Project with students Sessions numbers 
dependent on each school’s project design (varying from 1-18 sessions) 
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Introductory Workshop - for interested and potential schools. Teachers were exposed to basic 
cultural heritage, PBL concepts and experimental learning to ideate a PBL project.

7 schools successfully underwent training and 6 schools continued to plan, design, and execute their 
cultural heritage projects using the Place-based Learning (PBL) method. 

An Inter-school Sekolah Budaya Warisan (SBW) Showcase by the teachers and students was 
successfully put together on 15th November 2019. Using the Place-Based Learning (PBL) method to 
learn from real places, real people, and real issues, the 6 schools showcased their PBL project outputs 
through an exhibition.  In addition, this day saw the official launching of the SBW award and 
certificate presentation to all the teachers and schools to recognise their special efforts. The last 
component was a forum where an exciting lineup of panellists from practitioner-teachers, teacher 
training college lecturers and officers from the Ministry of Education discussed the benefits, readiness, 
feasibility, and challenges of PBL incorporation in the school context. 

This Showcase Day was meant as a platform for the teachers and students to share with each other 

their knowledge of the learning process and the project outcome. This year was the second year the 

showcase was held with the aim to further share and expand the knowledge and practice of PBL 

among schools.

Advanced Training Workshop GCED through Place-based (Community-based) Learning 

Approach for Korean Educators 

 
For the third time, the Asia-Pacific Centre of Education for International Understanding (APCEIU) 
Korea collaborated with us in introducing the Place-based Learning (PBL) method as a transformative 
teaching approach for Global Citizenship Education (GCED) to participating Korean school teachers.  
 
This 5-day workshop aimed to strengthen the participants’ practical skills to design and implement 
GCED initiatives utilizing PBL methodology. Another objective was to provide participating teachers 
with guidelines and tools to incorporate PBL into their curriculum. Participants comprised of a group 
of 20 elementary and high school teachers accompanied by two APCEIU officers. This year’s 
programme was much improved with the use of Chowrasta Market as the research site, a local school 
visit and exchanges to 2 local schools - SJKT Sungai Ara and SMK Jelutong - which provided motivation 
for both local and Korean teachers.   
 

In addition, as a follow-up from last year’s half day PBL introduction workshop, Teach for Nepal 
(BUSAR) continued seeking advice and consultation on their first trial of PBL project design and 
implementation.

We ran three workshops for more than 100 cultural and community workers/officers whose work 

ranged from community festivals to assisting a state assembly person and her officers in Chinese New 

Village development. These workshops were conducted in collaboration with Choong Pai Chee from 

Look! Port Weld project.  

The workshops revolved around methods and tools in working with the community such as 

stakeholder engagement, community participatory and cultural mapping approaches.  We saw an 

increasing interest and perceived need to establish a more sensitive planning framework for a place 

based on a better understanding of the place, and with people’s participation and consultation.

Kaki Lima Board Game - Arts-ED co-produced this board game with LUMA in July 2019 after about 
24 months of development and designed by Goh Choon Ean (Game Design) and Charis Loke 
(illustration), both of whom are committee members of Arts-ED. Kaki Lima is a tabletop game based 
on the accessibility of five-foot ways in George Town, Penang, Malaysia. A game suitable for all ages, 
Kaki Lima aims to serve as a creative cultural heritage education tool that promotes public awareness 
of kaki lima as a shared space in a fun way, as well as to stimulate larger conversations about livability 
and community values.  
 

The foundations of Kaki Lima were laid when Choon Ean programmed for one of Arts-ED’s Youth Arts 
Camp workshops (2017) in which young participants would visit a heritage site in George Town and 
learn an art form, which in that case was board game design. Now the game is distributed by major 
board game stores and selected book and gift shops in Malaysia and Singapore; it is also available for 
online store purchase. For more details, check out the Kaki Lima page.  

 

Cultural Mapping for Bukit Mertajam Public Market was conducted for Majlis Bandaraya 
Seberang Perai and Think City to enable MBSP and the State Government to make informed planning 
decision on the location and operation of Bukit Mertajam (BM) Town market in the context of reviving 
BM town. The project identified and justified the economic, socio-cultural, and historical significances 
of the market. Presentations of research findings were conducted, but there was no clear decision on 
the future of the market upon completion of the mapping. The project was led by Arts-ED members - 
Janet Pillai, Chua Hang Kuen and edited by Tan Pek Leng.  

 

Arts Education Archive Malaysia (AEAM) Archival Project - This archive project continued from 
previous years. Five Arts Centre’s and Arts-ED’s archival collection from 1978-2013 is now available 
online at Arts Education Archive Malaysia (AEAM). The collection features selected project case 
studies along with interpretative articles.  In 2019, we continued to archive 8 more selected projects 
which have been uploaded to the portal. Arts-ED will adopt the same archival system to first archive 
its projects which were selected for this collection and later archive the remaining important projects 
(2013-present) to build a resource archive for Arts-ED as well as other interested individuals.  
  

After years of hard work, we are delighted to launch our Arts-ED Website (www.arts-ed.my) with a 
new look and inclusion of more recent works with features such as blogpost update and call for action 
tool to better communicate our works and needs.
